KINDNESS
Scripture Reading- 2 Timothy 2:24 (NLT)

“A servant of the Lord must not quarrel but must be kind to everyone, be able to teach, and be patient with difficult people”. 

Do you want to be God’s Servant Helper?

God made each person that you see every day, and He loves them all in a very special way.  Since He lives inside of you, He needs YOU to go out and share His love with them all.    
How else will they know He loves them?

Wondering how you can help share God’s love?  By being kind to everyone you meet.  Kindness shows people God’s love hidden in your heart.

Ways to Show God’s Love Through Kindness

· When you don’t agree with someone, do not quarrel or argue.  Instead, talk about the problem calmly like friends! This makes God happy.

· If someone is being mean to you, do not be mean back.  Instead show them God’s love by smiling and using kind words.

· Share the things God has blessed you with. Let your sister or brother play with your toys.  Give your old clothes and toys away to someone else who needs them.

· If you see someone who needs help, try to help them the best you can.

Scripture Reading- Colossians 3:9 & 10 (NLT)

“Don’t lie to each other, for you have stripped off your old sinful nature and all its wicked deeds.  Put on your new nature, and be renewed as you learn to know your Creator and become like Him.”
When we decide to live for God, His love makes us a brand new person!  We become God’s children.  As we learn more about Him every day, we are supposed to act more like Him.

God does not lie and He does not want us to lie.  When we lie, it makes God sad.

Why?  Because lies hurt people.  

Lies hurt the person being lied to.  They feel hurt that they were not told the truth.

Lies hurt the person telling the lie.  It separates them from their Father God’s love.

If you realize you are telling a lie- Stop Quick!
· Tell the person you are talking to that it is not really true, and apologize

· Tell God that you are sorry for lying.  Ask Him to help you to always tell the truth!

Scripture Reading-  1 Thessalonians 5:18 (NLT)
“Be thankful in all circumstances, for this is God’s will for you who belong to Christ Jesus.

Why we celebrate Thanksgiving-

Years ago the pilgrims were very thankful to God.  He had led them out of a land where they were not allowed to praise Him like they wanted to.  He gave them a new place to call home, where they could praise Him and worship Him with their whole heart.

They were very thankful to the Lord for this wonderful blessing!

The pilgrims set aside a special day each year to thank God for all of the wonderful blessings that He gave to them.  We call that day Thanksgiving!
So, next year, while you are eating your turkey, stop and think about all the things that God has done for you.  Then, Thank Him!

How?  Through praise and worship.

How Do You Praise and Worship God?

· God is your friend.  You can talk to Him just like other friends that you see every day.  So, when God does nice things for you, you can tell Him thank you!  And, you can tell Him that you love Him a whole lot!  When you talk to God, He will hear you and smile(.

· We can also praise God by singing.  He loves to hear you sing about how much He loves you, and how much you love Him.  
· God also likes for you to praise Him with dancing.  leaping and jumping for joy to music about God is a great way to show Him you are thankful!

· Musical Instruments  are another way to praise God.  He loves to hear you make music for Him.

Scripture Reading- 1 Peter 2:17 (NIV)
“Show proper respect to everyone.  Love the brotherhood of believers, fear God, honor the king”
What does it mean to treat other people with respect?

Aretha Franklin’s song “R E S P E C T” has been popular for many years.  Ask your parents, grandparents or older siblings to sing it for you (.  That song reminds us how we want people to treat us.  We all want a chance to be ourselves, make decisions, be accepted and be treated in a polite, decent way, and have a little privacy.
Respectful people treat others with consideration.  They do what is tasteful and proper in dealing with others.  They don’t stoop to violence, meanness or rudeness.

Respectful people tolerate other people’s beliefs and accept individual differences without prejudice.

Respectful people treat others as they want to be treated.  They value others.  They build up others.  They help others value themselves.

Ways to Show God’s Love Through Respect 

(  Treat everyone with respect by being polite.

(  Respect the individuality of others and be accepting of individual differences.

(  Judge people on their merits, not on their race, religion, nationality, age, sex,

      physical or mental condition, or social status.

Things Not to Do

(  Don’t insult, abuse, hurt, put down, mistreat or harass others.

(  Don’t  make unwanted comments about a person’s appearance.

(  Don’t take advantage of other people.

(  Don’t hold back information people need to make decisions.
