Know Your Love

Now we have seen how Jesus lived, and we have looked at his character and the principles that he had in his life.  Now what will it take for us to look like him?

Knowing Him, Christ, is the key for us to live for God, not just coming to church and hearing good messages, that is not enough for us to live for God; But, the bible says, not only be hearers of the word, but doers.

Jesus himself said the cross was HIS intentional, redemptive goal.  The Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many. (Mark 10:45)  The Son of Man came to seek and to save what was lost. (Luke 19:10)

Christianity is Christ from beginning to end.  To know who Jesus Christ is and what He has done, is to increase our awe, wonder, and appreciation of the One who though he was rich, yet for our sake he became poor, so that we through his poverty might become rich ( II Corinthians 8:9)

When I was younger, the Saints would sing this song all the time, and when I was writing this bible study the song started to ring in my ear.  It was by W.H. Doane, More Love to Thee and it went like this. . . . . .

1. More Love to Thee, O Christ, More to Love Thee!  Hear thou the prayer I make on bended-knee, this is my earnest plea;

2. Once earthly joy I craved, shout peace and rest; now thee alone I seek, give what is best; this is all my prayer shall be;

3. Then shall my last breath whisper thy praise; this be the parting cry my heart shall raise; this still it’s prayer shall be; - more love, O Christ, to thee, more love to thee.

We know “All things work for our good, when we love Him” (Roman 8:26-29).  We must have God’s spirit and His nature working in our body. (Roman 8:5-7)  We know that He hears our groaning, that we are not to put into words.  (Roman 8:22-23)  Is God for us? Yes, He is. (Roman 8:31-32)

Who then can separate us from His love? No one can. (Roman 8:35-36)

Now what will it take for us to move closer to God and to know what His will and purpose is for our life?
