July, 2006   Week 1 Bible Study: Be Established  - Elder Cynthia Johnson
In Ecclesiastes 3:1 the Preacher (vs.12) says:  “To________________ a _________, a ____________*, for every ___________ under heaven…” (Fill in the blanks, write out the rest of this verse, speak it out loud, commit it to memory)
As you enjoy this month of rest and relaxation please take time to mediate on this bible study. This is a strategic time in the Kingdom of God. There are difficulties and odd events happening that would try to cause us to doubt God’s ability to bring us through successfully. Take heart! Believe that you are closer than ever before to realizing the fulfillment of destiny. No matter what stage of development you’re in it’s time to “press toward the mark of the high calling in Christ Jesus” and to be established. 

One morning I awoke to the words: “This is the year to be established.” According to Bible numerology six is the year of mankind (male/female). You’ll recall that it was on the sixth day of creation that God created mankind and established them in the earth (Genesis 1:27-29). The perfect will of God established man and woman. It was because of their deliberate disobedience that they were disinherited from the blessings and lost our position causing us to fight for what belongs to us. Christ Jesus has reestablished our inheritance with His victory over death and Satan. But, the war continues, Satan is a relentless foe whose desire is to destroy us and ultimately keep us from realizing our destiny. He does not want us to be established.  In order for us to be established some things in our lives must be shifted and/or rearranged. Are you ready for that to happen? 

We live in a perpetual rotation where circumstances, situations, people and issues come and go. The very nature of our existence as Christians says we cannot get comfortable or complacent. But, we must learn to be content. Every rotation may at first glance appear inherently the same but be subtly different.  There is a Divine cosmic order that has set and gives meaning to life. God expects us to know where we are at any given moment. 

Nothing stays the same for any length of time. Change occurs every second of the day. As we rotate around the sun everything about us and around us changes. Nothing is static. Everything was created with purpose. So you see, you’re going along one way or another. You can drift along on the ocean of life, riding the tide humming idly… Or, get in sync with God’s plan and purpose, even when it looks the opposite of your plan. The oceans are vast. The Atlantic stretches from the sandy shores of Virginia to the continent of Africa. That’s quite a ways to drift and try to stay afloat, not to mention the danger in drifting. God’s desire during this season and time is to establish you, to move you forward on His predestined path to destiny.
Throughout history there have been battles and wars. Men fight over land, territory, honor, money, and numerous other ideals, principals and property. Although we’ve studied and have knowledge of these we’re far removed from them. One of the most memorable wars however, is the American Civil War, Why? Because it was fought on American soil, right in our own backyard so to speak. As the people of God we enlisted in a war, one that is fought each day of our lives. Thankfully, He has set prophetic intercessors as watchman in the Kingdom to discern the seasons and times. They also keep watch and give alerts.
Now here are the real questions: Are you inspired to change? Inspired to not give up? Are you the slightest bit curious about what lies ahead? Inspiration is the catalyst that brings about the desired things and purpose in your life. What inspires you? Does the thought of wealth, happiness, heaven, peace, prosperity, health, satisfaction in life and/or finishing well move you to press towards destiny? What if you knew beyond a shadow of a doubt that you were the next T.D. Jakes or Bill Gates, the next Albert Einstein or Oprah Winfrey or the next Maya Angelou? Would that inspire you? As you read the life stories of these famous individuals what does not escape you is the fact they didn’t know beyond a shadow of a doubt who or what they would be. There was just an innate sense to keep embracing life and moving ahead. How much more then should those of us who claim salvation keep pressing because the Greater One lives inside of us. He gives us the inspiration to keep forging through every distraction the enemy hurls at us. It’s during the season of being established that the opposing forces release their heaviest artillery. One of which is distraction. 
Everyday this week there is something or some one that you will need to say no to. They, or it, come as a distraction to waste your time. And, to keep you from the productivity that God has intended. Keep in mind that wasted time is a tactic and distraction of the enemy. Sometimes we are used to be the distraction for others. Stay pray full and:
1. Ask the Holy Spirit to reveal to you areas where you are wasting time or 

     being used as a time waster.
2. Did you have the courage and fortitude to say no when you identified wasted time opportunities? If not, why not? Does this reveal hidden issues you need to deal with?
3. Repent and ask God for forgiveness and wisdom.
