June 1st through 10th Read verses 1-8

June 25th through 30th Read verses 23 - 29

BIBLE STUDY QUESTIONS                                              

Verses 1-8  Questions:

1. Did you know that you are called as a part of the body of Christ by the will of God?  Think about!
2. Would you be called a saint and faithful brother/sister at your church?
3. Right as this moment could Apostle Johnson say that she has heard of your faith in Christ and of the love you have to all of the saints?

4. What does it mean to you to know the grace of God in truth?

5. Has the Holy Spirit urged you to give special attention to someone you have been neglecting lately?  
Verses 9-13  Questions:

1. What steps are YOU undertaking in your life to be filled with the knowledge of God’s will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding?
2. What are some of the things that YOU KNOW YOU need to do now to live the kind of life that would honor and please the Lord?
3. When trouble comes do you believe that God will strengthen you?

4. Are you thankful for the inheritance you have in Christ?  

5. What does it mean to YOU to be delivered from the Kingdom of darkness and brought into the Kingdom of God’s dear Son?

Verses 14-22 Questions:

1. Do you realize that all things were created by Christ, for Christ and that He holds everything together? If so, can you rest in that fact?

2. Do you live your life like you have the peace that Christ died for?

3. Do you still think things that make you an enemy to God in your mind? 

(Ex:  I’m not good enough; I am not worthy, etc.)

4. Are you holy in God’s sight? Why?

Verses 23- 29 Questions:

1. What do you need to do to continue in the faith, and not lose hope?

2. Are you living your life knowing that Christ is actually in you?

3. What is at least one thing that you can do today, tomorrow, next week that would help you become more mature in Christ?
