MAN THE GATES IN 2008

The Sheep Gate – Nehemiah 3:1-2

The Fish Gate – Nehemiah 3:3

The Jeshanah or Old Gate – Nehemiah 3:6

The teaching received over the next few weeks will involve five (5) groups of people, those who either need to repair, restore, rebuild, revisit, or man the gates.

Repair – To return to good condition; fix; re-establish to a healthy state; remedy; mend

Restore – To put back into use or service; return; to put or bring back into a former or original state; renew; remodel; make or do over
Rebuild – Reconstruct; build over again; redevelop; to bring back into being or reproduce; recreate, refashion or reform

Revisit – Go back and spend time seeing what needs to be done to repair, restore, or rebuild

Man – Give special attention to the gates so you can keep them in excellent condition

THE SHEEP GATE – Nehemiah 3:1-2; 32
1. What the Sheep Gate represents

· Slaughter
· Sacrifice

· Salvation

· Sanctification
2. Keys for manning the Sheep Gate

· Pinpoint areas of the flesh that need to be put to death
· Periodically check your “selfish” level
· Practice refreshing your memory regarding the gift of redemption and deliverance
· Place yourself in a position to be continually purified by the presence and power of the Holy Spirit

THE FISH GATE – Nehemiah 3:3
1. What the Fish Gate represents

· Evangelism
· Passion for the lost

· Revival

· Ingathering
2. Keys for manning the Fish Gate

· Desire to be fishers of men

· Decision to reach the lost at any cost 

· Decrease in focus on “me mentality,” increase in focus on “them mentality”

· Diligence in bringing in rather than waiting for them to come in
